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Bridgewater-Raritan Invitational Tournament of Excellence

Format for Competition
The B.R.I.T.E. Tournament follows a modified jeopardy show format.  Upon check-in, a listing of the round’s categories will be provided.  Questions cover a wide range of academic areas and have weighted point values that correspond to the degree of difficulty of the item.  There are three games per Round/Day.  In each Game Room there will be two competing teams, a timekeeper (who may be a student from either school who is not competing at the time), a scorer and a questioner.  The questioner must be one of the two adult coaches present.  Rounds 1, 2 and 3 are paired completely at random.  Elimination rounds will be power-paired.

A school may bring six students (per team registered) to the Tournament, but only four may serve on the game panel at any one time.  Substitutes are allowed prior to the start of the next game. These students may compete in the first three rounds of the competition and in any subsequent final rounds for which they qualify.  One of the four competitors shall be the designated spokesperson for the team and shall be the sole oral respondent.
Awards
Recognition will be awarded to outstanding schools and to individual team members at the conclusion of the competition.  Certificates will be awarded to all participants.  Team awards will be presented to quarter-finalists, semi-finalist, runner-up and champion teams.  The top winning schools will take home checks in a sizable amount to be deposited in their school’s scholarship fund.
